Nye priser for medlemskab

Pa den nylige generalforsamling i DBKK stillede bestyrelsen forslag om prisstigninger pa 11% pa de fleste
typer medlemskaber. Det er hele 7 ar siden der sidst har veeret regulering af priserne, men derudover er
prisstigningerne ngdvendige for at holde et balanceret budget, da der er udfordringer med at opretholde
god indtjening fra udbuddet af events (f.eks. Prgv Klatring). Samtidig vil DBKK gerne bibeholde den hgje
kvalitet og regelmaessighed i udskiftning og nybygning af reb-ruter og boulder-problemer samt et rimeligt
niveau af daglig renggring af faciliteterne i Blocs & Walls. Forslaget om 11% stigning blev vedtaget af
generalforsamlingen.

Don’t forget to look up the club's tour calendar to see if the upcoming tours appeal to
you. In our local setting, Blocs & Walls and Sundby are buzzing with activity and lots of good energy every
day.

The annual meeting of the club

This year's annual meeting was held on March 31 in the hall of Blocs & Wall. The general meeting was well
attended, and the atmosphere was good. The chairman reported on how our club with all its diversity is at
the crossroads between traditional club sports and the commercial sports offerings. On the one hand, it is
typical of the development sport has taken over the past 10-20 years, on the other hand, our club is very
special because it runs a business with a large budget and many employees. The club's mission is to serve
the members' interests in climbing and mountain sports both indoors and outdoors, but that we can do it
at an extremely attractive level depends to a large extent on Blocs & Walls also being attractive to guests
who visit with a day ticket or 10-ticket card. Many of the guests are boulderers who also like to visit the
commercial boulder halls in the Copenhagen area, so the competition is fierce. The chairman also reported
on why volunteering in the club's activity groups has become even more important. It is in the activity
groups that, despite the important business element, we can maintain the feeling of community with other
passionate climbers. This is also where we as members and volunteers can influence our club and its
activities. This is where we can organize trips and events, plan and hold qualifying courses and meet with
people that share out passion.

An important part of the board's task is the strategic development of inspiring climbing opportunities
within the club. The covid lock-down put the work of expanding the climbing area in the existing hall on
hold, however within a foreseeable future it will probably be possible to expand the current footprint into
the adjacent hall. In the long run, the board has its eyes on 2027 as the club must ensure renewal of the
lease in our historic shipyard hall. The members of the Board of Directors were re-elected, and Lars
Ngrgaard Hansen was elected as a new reserve.

The new working group for Mountain Sports

The main task of the working group for mountain sports is to offer DBKK members the important qualifying
courses for when you want to develop your skills on rock. I.e. courses in sports climbing, climbing on
traditional gear and alpine courses. The sports climbing course is offered for the first time on 4 June 2022
and will be held on Bornholm by Michael Borg. The fee is 1,500 kr. Courses on traditional climbing are
offered in 2022: 11 - 12 June, 25 - 26 June, 17 - 18 September and 1 - 2 October. These are all held at Kullen
by Malwina Tarka. The fee is 2,500 kr. The intention is also to organize a yearly alpine course with mountain
guides with the highest certification (UIAGM / IFMGA) in Chamonix or Courmayeur.

If there is sufficient interest amongst the members, the working group would also very much like to create
far more opportunities to go on big trips together under the auspices of the club. That could be, for
example, ski touring, trekking in Norway, Tour du Mont Blanc, Everest Base Camp, or Arctic Circle Trail in
Greenland. The list of exciting tours could be much longer.

Sounds like great deals for all tastes! Anders Strange, Malwina Tarka and Erik Vilen are the drivers of the
new working group, and they would love to hear from members so that the most requested trips can be
put on the program.

New prices for membership

At the recent annual meeting of DBKK, the board proposed price increases of 11% on most types of
memberships. It has been a full 7 years since prices have been regulated. Price increases are necessary to
maintain a balanced budget, as it is challenging to maintain the usual profit from offerings of events (eg Try
Climbing). At the same time, DBKK would like to maintain the high quality and regularity in route building of
roped routes and boulder problems as well as a reasonable level of daily cleaning of the facilities in Blocs &
Walls. The proposal for an 11% increase was accepted by the attendees of the annual meeting.

Prices as of May 1, 2022:

Annual membership fee with access to the climbing hall increases from kr 3,600 to kr 4,000.
Monthly membership with access to the climbing hall increases from kr 395 to kr 440.

Student membership with access to the climbing hall increases from kr 298 to kr 330 per month
Junior membership with access to the climbing hall increases from kr 150 to kr 165 per month
Child membership with access to the climbing hall increases from kr 85 to kr 95 per month
Annual membership without access to climbing hall unchanged kr 400 per year
